Add FPS to external Cash Clearing System code list

D. Purpose of the change:

SWIFT would like to register a Cash Clearing System code on behalf of UK Faster Payments. This will align UK FPS to the High Value Payment System plus Market Practice recommendation and allow users of SWIFT gpi to easily identify settlements that have occurred over UK FPS
In the first iteration of the gpi instant UK solution, the Universal End-to-End Transaction Reference (UETR) is not included in the ISO 8583 message sent over UK-FPS’s messaging protocol to the Creditor Agent. This is because most UK banks communicated to Pay.UK that their respective FPS payment gateways are not equipped to handle a UETR. Therefore, it was agreed the Intermediary Agent will update the tracker on behalf of the Creditor Agent. This approach will be re-evaluated by the local community when the UK-FPS protocol is scheduled for an upgrade as part of Pay.UK’s NPA program. 

The solution described is seen as the first step in an iterative delivery, ultimately resulting in a solution where the UETR flows E2E, the Creditor Agent updates the tracker, and the gpi solution supports mapping of various local clearing codes like the UK Sorting Code. 

It is recommended the Intermediary Agent include an external ISO clearing code in the settlement method sub field in line 3 within the first ACSP/G001 message made to the gpi tracker. This addition confirms the payment has left the SWIFT network and allows SWIFT users to easily identify which domestic IP system the payment has been routed through. According to the gCCT gpi rulebook, the addition of the ISO code is optional, however including the code provides extra transparency and better represents the status of the payment in this local UK scenario.
