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D. Purpose of the change:

1. The regulatory reason - in accordance with Russian regulations Customer Statements must include not only the information for entry recording but the whole information of the initiating payment order (including CategoryPurpose, as well InstructionPriority);

2. The technical reason - impossibility to transfer pain or pacs messages already contained necessary information to customer for proper reconciliation and the complexity and inefficiency of BTC-codes adoption and mapping for all possible combinations of payment attributes;

3. The technical reason - the need of software development and maintenance for mapping and codes processing become unnecessary and the level of straight-through processing increase substantially.
E. Urgency of the request:

Migration to ISO 20022 in Russia are planning now on 2022-2023.
