In connection with the Change Request to add ISO codes for account proxy type (CR960), we request to add some of these new codes as well to the Party Identification codes (Organisation ID and Private (Person) ID) to allow for more granularity.

Purpose of the change:

The reason for addition of the new codes to the Party Identification is that some existing Party Identification codes are re-used as account substitute (proxy) type codes under element Account, but can also be used for party identification as required by local clearing systems or regulators. Therefore, it is suggested to align the new ISO codes for both Party Identification SchemeName and Account Proxy type.
D. Urgency of the request:

As mentioned, this change request connects to the one for additional account proxy type codes, therefore, it would be useful to approve them together, so that the updated ISO external code list covers the new codes in both areas Organisation / Private IDs and account proxy types. 

E. Business examples:
With the growing adoption of account proxy schemas across the globe and increasing regulatory requirements to identify the parties involved in a payment transaction, the use cases behind the requested new ISO codes can be supported with dedicated codes.
