D. Purpose of the change:
Background, business context, community of users interested by the change and expected benefits/savings.

	When sending payments to a local bank in Brazil, most of the banks rely on their local code assigned by the Bank Central do Brazil rather than having a BIC code.
In international payments, this makes banks & EMIs to adapt proprietary codes in the clearing system ID with their clients.
This change aims to add a new code for its usage in payments, like the usage of other local codes (such as domestic sort-codes or ABA codes), standardizing the usage for all banks & EMIs.
Technically, it would allow to validate this code to a specific regex, retrieve the country from the initial two codewords for informing the country, and additionally retrieve the information associated to it from any other external database (such as SWIFT REF).


E. Urgency of the request:
By default, valid change requests, subsequently approved by the SEG will be included in the following quarterly publication of External Code Sets, unless decided otherwise by the SEG.
