	Whilst defining use cases for the admi.024, the CBPRplus group identified a need to add more Notification Type codes to the existing ExternalNotificationType1Code external code list, which is utilized in the following element of the admi.024: /Document/NtfctnOfCrspdc/NtfctnData/NtfctnTp/Cd
The CBPRplus group and their respective communities have reviewed the use cases for the MT n99 and have identified that the current ExternalNotificationType1Code does not cover all possible scenarios. 
They therefore require additional Notification Type codes, as detailed in Section H, to be added to the external code list to fulfil the use cases.
