D. Purpose of the change:

	The Icelandic Rulebook Council (IRC) will publish and manage its own Icelandic instant credit transfer payment scheme (ICT Inst) - closely based on the SEPA (Single Euro Payments Area) SCT Inst payment scheme. The main objective is to align the Icelandic payment system to the ISO20022 standard.
The purpose of this change is to identify the payments as following the Icelandic Rulebook Council (IRC) payment schemes. The IRC in accordance with the Icelandic banks are determined to align as closely to the SEPA rulebook as possible for the ICT Inst schemes to support easier implementation and integration. The differences between the schemes mainly cover the Icelandic currency (ISK), different maximum amount, and other minor restrictions to the SEPA scheme. SEPA is a single currency area for the Euro currency, but the Icelandic system requires use of the Icelandic Króna. Therefore, there exists a need to identify payments following the IRC schemes to not mix them up with payments based on other schemes.
The requested code may at least be used to define the bank transaction sub-family type for Received Real Time Credit Transfer (RRCT) or Issued Real Time Credit Transfer (IRCT).
