	The IAP TIA version 1.2 standard has enforced the usage of the element Clearing System Identification under the Financial Institution Identification section defining both the instructing and instructed agents, the debtor and creditor agents, debtor and creditor etc, of the pacs.008, pacs.009, pacs.010, pacs.004 and other messages of the message set. 
Because the Bank of Uganda intends to use the Member Identification element, the Clearing System Identification element must also be provided and there is currently no clearing system code to identify RTGS participant identification or settlement account code.
Bank of Uganda has payment system:
RTGS – Real-Time Gross Settlement system for payments in UGX national currency.
For the system mentioned above it is required to register a pair of new codes:
- participant identification code;
- account identification code.
