· provide a new version of part 1 of the Message Definition Report (MDR) by December 1, and, optionally, new examples of valid and invalid message instances of each candidate message by May 1 at the latest.
· address any queries related to the description of the new models and messages as published by the RA on the ISO 20022 website.
SWIFT confirms that it intends to organise the testing and the actual implementation of the new version of the messages once the related documentation has been published by the RA.
SWIFT confirms its knowledge and acceptance of the ISO 20022 Intellectual Property Rights policy for contributing organisations, as follows.
“Organizations that contribute information to be incorporated into the ISO 20022 Repository shall keep any Intellectual Property Rights (IPR) they have on this information. A contributing organization warrants that it has sufficient rights on the contributed information to have it published in the ISO 20022 Repository through the ISO 20022 Registration Authority in accordance with the rules set in ISO 20022. To ascertain a widespread, public and uniform use of the ISO 20022 Repository information, the contributing organization grants third parties a non-exclusive, royalty-free license to use the published information”.

All securities message sets: Settlement & Reconciliation, Corporate Actions, Investment Funds, proxy voting, Regulatory reporting, Issuer agent, etc.
B. Description of the change request:
In concordance with the RMG resolution 10/126 (BIC identifier in the Repository) approved by the RMG at the Tokyo meeting of May 2010, the following rules will be followed:
1. To identify financial institutions, only the newly created data type BICFIIdentifier can be used (iso BICIdentifier).
1. To identify non-financial institutions, only the newly created data type BICNonFIIdentifier can be used (iso BEIIdentifier).
1. The updated AnyBICIdentifier datatype can still be used where either a financial institution or a non-financial institution may be present.
1. The corresponding recommended message element names are BICFI, BICNonFI and AnyBIC, unless more specific names are used.
1. There should no longer be any reference to BEI in either artefacts names or in definitions.
This change request, if approved by the Standards Evaluation Group, should only be applied, if additional change requests are impacting the same message sets (see list of message sets above).

C. Purpose of the change:
The purpose of this change request is to align the existing set of messages with the RMG resolution 10/126 (BIC identifier in the Repository).

D. Urgency of the request:
For inclusion in the next ISO 20022 maintenance release.

E. Business examples:
Elements like ParytIdentificationXX make reference to BIC and/or BEI. The elements making reference to those components must be updated to comply with the 10/126 resolution of the RMG. 
The impact on Securities messages will be largely limited to the renaming of message elements called today BICorBEI into BIC.

Unnamed choices are difficult to implement as they require an implementer to 'invent' a name for the choice. Unnamed choices may also be confusing to a user if a choice has to be made without any context as to why the choice is there.
The replacement of Extended to Proprietary is also a requirement for ISO 20022.

It was originally planned that this kind of change would be done in a later maintenance cycle. B. Description of the change request:
Elimination of a series of 351 message components present in the ISO 20022 Data Dictionary that are duplicates of other existing message components. To ensure the elimination of these duplicates, the RA has registered all these components as ‘Obsolete’ in the Data Dictionary. Obsolete components cannot be re-used in new (versions of) messages. Out of these 351 message components, 80 are used in the current versions of ISO 20022 message definitions and will need to be replaced next time the messages have to be maintained for business reasons. The list of the obsolete message components and the message set(s) they are used in is in the appendix. Submitting organisations that would need more information to implement this change request are invited to contact the ISO 20022 RA.

C. Purpose of the change:
As mentioned in the RA report to the RMG meeting in Toronto (see RMG document N3388), the ISO 20022 RA has identified a series of message components that are identical to each other and should be eliminated. The selection of the message components to be eliminated has been based on a careful analysis aiming at minimizing the impact of the cleaning on existing messages.
The purpose of the change is to clean the ISO 20022 Data Dictionary by eliminating message components that have been duplicated. This will bring more consistency between existing message sets and will make it easier for submitting organisations to select the appropriate message components in the Data Dictionary for future developments.

D. Urgency of the request:
The obsolete message components must be replaced at the occasion of the next business maintenance of each message set. For consistency reasons, it is recommended that the SEG in charge considers replacing the obsolete message components in all the messages of a message set at the same time, even if the business change requests do not impact all these messages. In other words, as soon as a business maintenance of some messages of a message set is approved, it may make sense to remove the obsolete message components not only from these messages, but also from the other messages of the message set.

In 2015 the ISO 18774 Standard “Financial Instruments Short Name” was released. Every participant using that standard in its applications to identify and describe financial instruments will be able to use the same terms in financial messaging (in- and outgoing) as well. By giving the possibility to carry FISN within financial messages, identifying of financial instruments within financial messages will be unified and so can reduce misunderstandings, processing errors and therefore costs.
It is supposed to extend the structure for the description and identification of a Financial Instrument, for example “Financial Instrument 10” within setr.010.001.03 [SubscriptionOrderV03] by an additional, optional element “FISN” [type: xs:string; length: max35]. 
The change is to be implemented in all the related messages mentioned above.
It is supposed to extend the same or similar structure occurring in other messages of other business domains as well.

C. Purpose of the change:
Securities firms are continuing to invest in tokenised assets and testing the underlying technologies. Many are partnering with specialised fintechs to evaluate the promised benefits, preparing their business cases and exploring how they can support the full lifecycle of tokenised assets. Fragmentation in this space is a current reality: due to a lack of standards and variety of different technologies, platforms and regulatory environments. 
There is a need to support coexistence of traditional assets and tokenised assets and interoperability between the platforms on which digital assets and traditional assets exist. Interoperability requires standardisation to make sure new ways of working can easily be integrated using existing communication channels, networks and standards (ISO 15022 and ISO 20022), since digital asset is a security type of growing importance.
The industry wants to leverage as much as possible the existing cat 5 messages and associated ISO 20022 messages for servicing of the digital assets. This approach would require least adaptation in the back offices. Some changes were already implemented in the ISO 15022 and the ISO 20022 messages back in 2022 and 2025. Now the industry has identified additional requirements. 

The rapid evolution of digital assets, particularly tokenised funds, is reshaping the asset management and post-trade landscape. Initiatives in key financial centers such as France and Luxembourg—through platforms like Iznes, FundsDLT, and FundChain—demonstrate a clear industry shift toward blockchain-based fund distribution and settlement models. These developments highlight the urgent need for ISO 20022 funds messages to evolve accordingly.
Current ISO 20022 message structures, while robust for traditional assets, lack the flexibility to fully support the unique attributes of tokenised instruments, such as on-chain settlement, smart contract-based fund actions, and multi-depository safekeeping. Without timely updates, the standard risks becoming a bottleneck in the adoption of digital fund models.
Implementing past and ongoing change requests ensures that ISO 20022 remains future-proof, interoperable with DLT infrastructures, and aligned with regulatory and operational innovations. It also enables seamless integration of tokenised assets into existing fund processing workflows, reducing fragmentation and operational risk.
As the industry moves toward greater automation, transparency, and efficiency, adapting ISO 20022 messages is not just a technical necessity—it is a strategic imperative to support innovation, maintain global relevance, and foster trust in digital finance.

Therefore, in the settlement message the e-money token used as a mean of payment should be identifiable with a specific Digital Token Identifier and a quantity. Add a specific Quantity Choice in the Digital Asset Settlement sequence.
