C. Description of the change request:
Several custodians and financial institutions have reported difficulties adhering to the Cross Element Complex Rule : Intermediary Agent And Debtor Agent Rule in the camt.057.
This rule forces the user to provide the Debtor Agent if the Intermediary Agent is present. No such rule existed in the MT210 message which is considered the equivalent of the camt.057 by the industry.
Users report that whilst senders of the message have the Intermediary Agent data to populate they do not have, nor is it reasonable to expect them to have the Debtor Agent data. By removing this rule it should improve the usability of this message and the quality of data that is provided.
This change request will also allow users to more easily translate a MT210 to a camt.057.
