D. Purpose of the change:

	One of the India instant payment schemes has identified a need for a secondary scheme ID to allow differentiation with the most common primary ID. As this can be understood from another change request where additional Local Instrument codes are requested, India has a more complex environment, with multiple ACH and Instant payment schemes. The current challenge is providing a consistent way for the corporate and banking community to indicate the UPI identification code as a form of proxy. Given the VPA (Virtual Payment Address) is the most common ID used as the proxy ID, the requirement is to consider a secondary scheme ID in order to differentiate the validation of the proxy value compared to the primary ID (VPA). We suggest applying a generic code as opposed to an India country specific code. The table below provides additional clarity on the current proxy options in India.
