It is acknowledged that this new code will only apply to the legacy messages given the recent structural change to the structured remittance information block as part the latest pain.001 message version. Despite this version limitation, the CGI-MP WG1 believe there is still value in adding this new external code, so it can be made available to corporate clients using the pain.001.001.03 message version.
