D. Purpose of the change:
While SRDII does not require the disclosure of the name at the account servicer. Some jurisdictions do require the Nominee name be included in their disclosure.
ISO20022 Shareholder Id messages were created for SRDII but are also usable in other jurisdictions, including jurisdictions such as UK where positions held locally in the CSD and on the share register are held in a nominee name and so it is required to include the nominee name in their disclosure.
